The first meeting of Board of Studies of Mechanical Engineering Department, was held on Friday May 3, 2013. Following members were present for the meeting.
Prof.K.C.Raipurkar(Chairman, BOS), Prof. Dr. S.B.Thombre, Prof. J.R.Chaudhari, Dr. Parag Narkhede, Dr.T.P.Chaudhari, Prof. B.A.Patil, Prof. A.M.Nikalje, Prof. V.N.mahajan, Prof. S.G.Kamble.
Prof. Dr.G.V.Parishwad and Mr. Y.N.Wagh communicated his absence due to official work.
Meeting started with welcome of all Hon. Members by Chairman. Following points of the agenda notes were discussed in detail and some suggestions and conclusions were drawn after reaching a consensus which are given below. 

Item No. 1:

To note the G.R. related to the formation of BoM for this institute, its composition and the G.R. related to the selection of this institute under TEQIP phase II for sub component 1.1
------ Chairman, briefed to all members about TEQIP phase II Project and related GR and point was noted.

Item No. 2 :

To note and discuss the G.R. related to Governance of 100% aided Deemed to be Universities, Government/Government owned and Government aided Autonomous Colleges participating in Technical Education Quality Improvement Program.(23rd October, 2012)
----- Chairman, briefed to all members about governance of this institute through BoM and related G.R. All related issues of governance were noted.

Item No. 3 : 
To note and discuss the guidelines for autonomous colleges during the eleventh plan period 2007-12 published by UGC, New Delhi. (As modified upto 23rd November 2012)
---- Complete documents of above guidelines for autonomous colleges were discussed and noted.

Item No. 4: 
To note and discuss the G.R. related to evaluation of  Government/Government owned and Government aided Deemed to be Universities and Autonomous Colleges participating in Technical Education Quality Improvement Program.(29th October, 2012)

---- Chairman, briefed to all members about the evaluation of Autonomous Colleges participating in Technical Education Quality Improvement Program and related G.R.  All related issues of evaluation were noted.

Item No. 5: 

To note the complete composition of Academic council and composition of Board of Studies Mechanical Engineering as approved by BoM.

---- As per the guidelines for autonomous colleges published by UGC< composition of Academic Council and composition of Board of Studies, Mechanical Engineering were discussed and various nomination in the BOS structure were noted. At the same time, letter received from Vice Chancellor about nomination of Prof. J.R.Chaudhari  on the board of study was noted.  

Item No. 6:

To discuss and note curriculum structure and detailed syllabi of First Year in Engineering UG Programme (Common for all programmes) for this proposed Autonomous Institute.

---- Curriculum structure of first year UG Programme were discussed at length. After due consideration following points were suggested.

1) Title of subject Computer Science shall be modified as basics of Computer Engineering.

2) While framing Syllabus of Chemistry, introduction to laws of thermodynamics and different modes of heat transfer shall be added. 
3) While framing Syllabus of Engineering Graphics, engineering curves and  development of surfaces shall be added. 
4) Syllabus of Workshop Practice-I and II was discussed and noted.*
Item No. 7:

To discuss and approve curriculum structure for UG programme in Mechanical Engineering for this proposed Autonomous Institute.
---- Uniform Curriculum structure of UG Programme was discussed. Keeping in view, the recent happenings in the industry, proper subjects were included at various level of this UG Programme. All the members were of the view that Self Study 3 and 4 has to removed, because the final year students are loaded with placement calendar, appearing for competitive Exams, preparing for campus interviews, GD, PI, etc. The 4 credits of Self Study 3 and 4 should be added in the Third Year itself. According to that modification in the structure of the Syllabi is to be done. It is decided to keep every stream of Mechanical Engineering in the list of offered electives, so as to enable the students to attain proficiency related to specific stream. In view of the industries requirement, it is also suggested that Finite Element Method shall be taught in Final Year.   
Item No. 8:

Any other point by permission of Chair.

---- With the permission of chair, vision, mission, programme educational objectives and programme outcomes of the department were discussed and it was noted that these issues are properly addressed in the curriculum of the department. 
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
